DISCIPLINE PROCEDURES
The FFCA Student Behavior and Conduct Practices and Procedures document in conjunction with Section 12 of the School Act, outlines expected student behavior.  The following document outlines Southwest Campus’ Discipline Procedures based on these documents.
LEVEL 1 BEHAVIORS
Description

Level 1 behaviors are minor conduct violations that will result in immediate verbal correction which will include instruction about making appropriate behavior choices with the purpose of building character.  

· Running in building                     
· Unsafe/rough play
· Littering
· Spitting
· Unexcused lateness
· Failure to follow classroom/playground rules
· Classroom disruption
· Cheating
· Uncooperative behavior
· Disruptive transitions
· Play fighting
· Non-directed profanity
· Out of assigned area
· Put-downs
· Inappropriate displays of affection
· Disrespect to others or the property of others
Consequences

Students who engage in Level 1 behaviors will be asked to identify the inappropriate behavior and describe the appropriate replacement behavior as a character building exercise.  Students may receive a consequence designed to discourage the inappropriate behavior from occurring in the future.  Consequences for Level 1 behaviors may include but are not limited to:

· Verbal correction



· Loss of privileges

· Detention

· Time-out

· Clean-up duty

· Apology

LEVEL 2 BEHAVIORS
Description

Level 2 behaviors are chronic Level 1 behaviors and are, therefore, more serious in nature.  Level 2 behaviors will result in immediate verbal correction, a logical consequence and a Behavior Report that is signed by and discussed with the student’s teacher, principal educator/or associate principal, the parent of the student, and the student.
Consequences

Students who engage in Level 2 behaviors will be asked to identify the inappropriate behavior and describe the appropriate replacement behavior.  The incident will be documented and a conversation will transpire with the teacher, principal educator or associate principal, the parent, and the student.  Consequences for Level 2 behaviors may include but are not limited to:
· Verbal correction

· Loss of privileges

· Detention

· Behavior contract

· Apology
· Time-out

· Clean-up duty

· In-school/out-of-school suspension 
LEVEL 3 BEHAVIORS
Description

Level 3 behaviors include behaviors of a serious nature that violate the dignity, well-being, and safety of another person.  If deemed appropriate by the principal educator (associate principal), a Threat Assessment Team (including city police, Mental Health professionals and FFCA personnel) may be involved in assessing the risk associated with the unacceptable behavior and determining the course of action to be followed.

· Chronic Level 2 behavior

· Fighting/assault/physical aggression

· Vandalism

· Possession of weapon on school property
· Intimidation/verbal threats

· Harassment

· Verbal Abuse/directed profanity

· Extreme Defiance
Consequences
Students who are engaged in Level 3 behaviors will be referred to campus administration for immediate intervention and corrective action.  The incident will be documented and discussed by the teacher, principal educator or associate principal, the parent, and the student.  After consulting with parents and the appropriate school personnel the principal educator (associate principal) will issue consequences and facilitate corrective actions designed to help the student improve his/her school behavior as per FFCA Practices and Procedures and Section 12 of the School Act.

· Restitution
· Loss of privileges

· In-school suspension
· Out-of-school suspension
· Recommendation for expulsion
